1 Introduction 

1.1 Description 

This document describes the changes made to the DEPAROM Client from versions 
5.06.03 to 5.07.00. 

1.2 Audience 

This document is written for end users who want to install and use the new client 
version 5.07.00.  It is also intended for Administrators who need to understand the 
changes to the configuration and installation.

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2 General 

2.1 Compatibility to earlier Software Versions 

This version of the DEPAROM Client is compatible with previous versions down to 
version 5.6.3. 

2.2 System Requirements 

DEPAROM Client Version 5.7.0 requires Windows 2000, Windows XP or Windows 

Vista.  

In order to use the Charts Tool, . NET ver sion 2.0 is required.   

In order to open/edit reports created with the new reports module , 

OpenOffice.org, Sun ODF Plugin for Microsoft Office 3.0 or Microsoft Word 2007 

Service Pack 2 is required.  

The .NET 2.0 installer can be downloaded for free at 

http://msdn.microsoft.com/netframework/ .  

In order to display PDF -Files with the DEPAROM Client, Adobe Reader Version 8 or 

later is required.  Adobe Reader is available as free download from 

http://get.adobe.com/reader/ . 

OpenOffice.org is available as free download from http://www.openoffice.org/  

The Sun ODF Plugin for Microsoft Office 3.0 is available as free download f rom  

http://www.sun.com/software/star/odf_plugin/ .

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3 List of Changes 

This chapter describe important changes to Deparom Client 5.7.0. Beyond 

the scope of this chapter, many smaller changes  and bugfixes  have bee n 

applied. If you are interested in a detailed listing of all changes made, you 

can find them on your Deparom Profil DVD under \ soft32 \ Changes.txt  

3.1 Displaying full-text PDF-files 

The DEPAROM Client can display facsimiles from the TIFF files on the DVD. 

As of now it can also display the fulltext PDF files on the DVD. All viewing 

tools (excluding zoom  and  rotate) known from the standard TIFF facsimile 

view also work on the PDF view. Fulltext search as well as text and graphics 

copy and paste is added to PDF v iew.  

The graphical user interface has been expanded with a new  icon which 

represent s the added functionality as documented below. The next 

illustration shows the new icon highlighted:  

 

The new PDF -view can be toggled with the new  -Button.  When in 

facsim ile or fulltext view, you can switch to PDF -view with this button.  

You may set the PDF view as the default view via  ñTools -> Optionséò and 

activate the ñUse PDF instead of facsimile if possibleò option: 

 

PDF files are displaye utilizing  the Adobe Reader.  The view offers all tools 

known from Adobe Reader. Please consult the Adobe Reader documentation 

for questions about using Adobe Reader.  

The navigation bar at the bottom of the DEPAROM Client window functions as 

normal , though  browsing PDF files using the  Adobe Reader controls, does not 
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update the navigation bar . Furthermore only the Adobe Reader key shortcuts 

are available when using the PDF view, thus all DEPAROM Client key 

shortcuts are suppressed.  

3.2 Explorer View 

In previous versions, the only way to get  a set of documents for view was to 

perform a query. From 5.7.0 on users can explore their database through use 

of the Explorer View. Documents can be displayed hierarchical allowing easy 

grouping of data and providing an intuitive way of getting around in  the 

database.  

This enables the user to intuitively get an overview of the viewed volume ôs 

database. When using appropriate keywords this view can also be used to 

track the status of documents.  

3.2.1 Using Explorer View 

Explorer View can be accessed by clicking the ñExplorer Viewò button in the 

tool bar , by using the keyboard shortcut <Shift> + <F7> or via the menu 

ñQuery -> Explorer Modeò 

The Explorer View is composed of two windows, the ñDocument Explorerò where 

bibliographic data is displayed in hierarchical form and the ñDocument Listò wich lists 

documents which match the data in the ñDocument Explorerò. 

The Document Explorer consists of three GUI elements and the document tree. The GUI 

elements possess functionality as documented below: 

 ĂRebuild Treeñ: Rebuilds contents of the document tree. Depending of the size of the 

database this may take a few seconds. 

 ĂView Configurateñ: Each view may be given a distinct name. 

 ĂCurrent Viewñ: You may chose the desired 

view from the dropdown box. 
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In this example the categories patent 

applicant (PA), class (IC) and inventor (IN) 

are displayed in the tree view. Every node 

consists its name and the number of 

entries (in brackets) . So in this example 

you can see that there are two patent 

documents which have the paten t 

applicant ñABB AGò, that those documents 

are assigned to the classes ĂB25J 11/00ñ, 

ĂH04L 12/28ñ, ĂH04L 29/10ñ, ĂH04 29/12ñ 

and that there are several inventors per 

document.  

The ñDocument Listò shows information about those two documents . Double 

clicking  a document opens it in the document view.  

3.2.2 Configuring Explorer View 

Categories used for structuring the document tree may be freely configured. 

Via the context menu (right -click on the document tree) of the tree there is 

the menu item Configurate  which op ens the configuration dialogue.  

     

List entry order may be changed via the up and down arrow buttons ( ) , 

deleted ( ) or created  ( ) . Double clicking an entry enables edit mode of 
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the clicked entry.  If you are not certain which criteria to chose, you may 

open a selection dialogue via the ñéò button. 

 

 

Clicking the -button in the Explorer Window  

you may change the available views. View names may be defined  here:  

 

New entries can be added via the -button, deleted via the -button and 

edited by dou ble clicking the desired entry.  

Views can also directly be configured in the DEPAROM.ini. For this purpose, a  

new group type has been added to the possible Deparom.ini parameters:  

[DocView0]  

Name=Anmelder, Klasse, Erfinder  

Index0=PA  

Index1=IC  

Index2=IN  

Dis play0=PN  

Display1=GT  
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Several DocViews can be defined, each in a separate group. Each has to be 

numbered beginning from zero and counting up ([DocView0] é [DocView1] é 

[DocView2] etc.).  

Name  is displayed in the āAktueller Viewó dropdown box. 

Index0 - 2  defin e the three bibliographic data fields used to structure the 

document tree. Each IndexN corresponds to the Nôth level of the document 

tree. Only three levels of depth are allowed.  

Display0 - 1  correspond to the bibliographic data fields displayed in the 

óDokument Listeô window. 

3.3 Charts 

From version 5.7.0 on users can create charts to visualize the contents of 

their databases. Several types of charts and graphs are supported as well as 

different sources of data.  

The commandline tool DepaChart.exe (with accompany ing DepaChart.bin) 

has been added to the Client installation path.  

The Charts tool can be opened from the menu ñCD-ROM -> Visualize CD ò. 

 

Which will display following window:  
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3.4 Download of EMIs and main drawings 

The DEPAROM Client can export drawings page s via the óDownloadô feature 

(not to be confused with a download from the internet). As of now the user 

can also export EMIs directly if available for the document.  

The Download dialog has been expanded to include the option 

óHauptzeichnungenô in the óDatenartô dropdown menu. The desired output 

format can normally be chosen, however óBACON-Formatô is excluded and 

greyed out in the dialog.  
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EMIôs can also be downloaded using the  batch functionality of the Client. To 

do this use ózô as óDataTypeô / óDatenartô. Only main drawings can be 

downloaded as well. Add óSubtype=hô if this behaviour is desired. 

Example:  

Download  

 Datatype = z  

 Subtype = h  

 Source = h  

 Srcfile = C: \ hitlist.rst  

 Targetfile = C: \ Pictures.log

3.5 Expanded mapping of keyboard shortcuts to batch files 

Batch files can be mapped to keyboard shortcuts through use of the 

commands GermanTitle / EnglishTitle. Until now only letters and digits on a 

keaboardôs ómain areaô could be mapped. Now also keys on the num-pad 

except of NUM -Lock and ENTER can  be mapped.  

All new keys on the num pad can be mapped like in the following example:  
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EnglishTitle = Next Document;NUM - 3 

 

Remember: Hotkeys for batch files only work from the document view NOT 

from the search dialogues.  

Further documentation abo ut batch fil es can be found in the DEPARUM User 

Manual.  

3.6 Open DEPAROM.ini from Client 

For easier access, the DEPAROM.INI file can be opened directly from the 

client.  

The óAboutéô dialogue from the óHelpô menu entry has been expanded with a 

text box and óOpenô (ó¥ffnenô in the screenshot) button. The text box shows 

the file path to the currently used DEPAROM.INI file and the óOpenô button 

opens the file in the standard text editor application.  

 

3.7 Open batch files from Client 

For easier access, especially when bugfixing or  customizing, batch files 

shown in the óExtrasô dialogue can now be opened from the Client in the 

standard text editor application.  
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Functionality has been added to the óExtrasô dialogue to open listed batch 

files in the standard text editor application. Ho ld the CTRL -key while clicking 

on a listed batch file and it will open in the standard text editor application.  

3.8 Command line parameters changed 

Command line parameters have been changed to make use of batch files 

more comfortable.  

Until now, if a batch fil e was launched from command line through use of 

parameter ïc, always a new instance of DEPAROM Client was launched, even 

if there was already one running. Now the batch file is executed in an already 

running instance of DEPAROM Client if there is any.  

A ne w parameter ïm has been added to start the DEPAROM Client 

minimized. This reduces desktop disturbance when running a large number of 

batch files in succession.  

3.9 Select annotation fields separately for template output 

When downloading bibliographic data in t emplated format, it is now possible 

to output only selected annotation fields. It is also possible to select fields by 

user group.  

Until now, annotations could only be output in templates as a block, 

consisting of all text fields and check boxes. Now it is  possible to seperately 

select each field and by group if so desired.  

To select a specific annotation field use place holders in a template as 

follows:  

%%AM:AnnotationField %% 

 

āAnnotationFieldó specifies the exact name of the desired text field or check 

box.  
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To select annotation fields by user group use place holders in a template as 

follows:  

%%AM:AnnotationField : GroupName%% 

 

āGroupNameó specifies the exact name of the desired user group. 

3.1 Saving hitlists 

Contents of hitlists has been expanded in order to im prove replicability of 

your patent research. As of version 5.7.0 hitlists also contain a list of all 

volumes searched.  

Empty hitlists resulting from queries without matching documents include 

information, that no hits were found and also list all volumes s earched.  

3.2 New batch files 

Version 5.7.0 comes with new batch files, demonstrating the expandability  of 

the DEPAROM Client.  

The batch files can be found via the Tools menu as usual.  

3.2.1 Automatic patent report creation 

This feature allows to create a patent repo rt in Open Document Format 

through use of the batch functionality of the DEPAROM Client. The report 

includes patent documents based on a search query and is compiled following 

the format of a given template and usually includes main drawing, 

annotations an d the most important bibliographic data fields. The resulting 

.odt file can be viewed and edited with OpenOffice.org or MS Word with ODF -

Plugin.  

A batch file (CreateReport.txt) has been added to the collection of standard 

batch files located in directory \ Batch of the DEPAROM Client installation.  

A new VBScript library has been added to directory \ Script of the DEPAROM 

Client installation. Furthermore two command line tools ózip.exeô and 

óconvert.exeô have been added to \ Script.  
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A new directory óTEMPL4ô has been added to the path of the DEPAROM Client 

installation. It contains the necessary DEPAROM template files to prepare 

data for the .odt file.  

A new directory óbericht.templateô has been added to the path of the 

DEPAROM Client installation. It contains a ll necessary files to compile the .odt 

file.  

The DEPAROM.INI has been modified to include the template files 

corresponding to CreateReport.txt.  

In order to create a patent report, a hitlist has to be prepared. When this has 

been done, the patent report can  be created by selecting óCreate reportéô 

from the óToolsô menu entry. 

 

The batch file then asks for the filepath to save the report to. After entering 

the data the report is being compiled and saved.  

 

The precdure may take a few seconds depending on ho w many documents 

are compiled into the report. The compiled ODT file can be found in your 

specified save directory.  
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3.2.2 Open current document in EspaceNet 

Opens the current document on the EspaceNet  homepage. The EspaceNet 

homepage will be opened in your stand ard web browser. In order to use this 

batch file a working internet connection is required.  

3.2.3 Visualize hitlist 

Visualizes the current hitlist. This batch is mainly a simple example to help 

the user to create his own customized visualizations.  
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
